DOCTRINAL STATEMENT

Jacksonville Theological Seminary is Interdenomiational in nature, however, we hold to the
following Articles of Faith:

l. The Holy Scriptures:
We believe that the Holy Bible is the Word of the Living God; true, without error,
immutable, steadfast, unchangeable, inspired by the Lord God Jehovaperarmet by
Holy men of old as they were moved upon and directed by the Holy Spirit.

Il. The Eternal Godhead:
We believe that there is but one true and Living God; maker of heaven and earth and all
that is in them; the Alpha and Omega, Who ever was, amahdsshall be without end; that
in the unity of the Godhead there are three Persons, equal in every divine perfection,
executing distinct but harmonious offices in the great work of redemption.
